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TH 400 (Analytical Techniques) – Masters Students whose BM degrees were earned at Eastman are advised to take TH 401 rather than 400 for their  theory requirement unless they place into the 117-118   
   sequence. If they are required to take TH 117-118, then they should take TH 400 after successful completion of TH 118.
