French or German (with a grade of “B” or higher). Upon matriculation, student transcripts will be evaluated by the Associate Director of Graduate Advising and Services for evidence of
foreign-language study. If the transcript indicates a lack of Italian 101+102 (IT 102 with a minimum grade of B or higher) and either French or German 101 with the minimum grade of B,
the student will be required to take Italian 101 and 102 and a semester (101) of either French or German and earn a minimum grade B in each course.
